Provide, free-of-charge, incoming mobile students and their sending institutions with
transcripts in English or in the language of the sending institution containing a full, accurate
and timely record of their achievements at the end of their mobility period.

Support the reintegration of mobile participants and give them the opportunity, upon return,
to build on their experiences for the benefit of the Institution and their peers.

Ensure that staff are given recognition for their teaching and training activities undertaken
during the mobility period, based on a mobility agreement.
